ERH 102 - Writing and Rhetoric
Lecture Hours: 3 Lab Hours: 0 Credit Hours: 3

This course engages cadets in reading, thinking, and writing about contemporary civic
issues from a rhetorical perspective. Cadets learn to write persuasive essays for public
audiences in which they ethically incorporate research from appropriate secondary
sources, as well as to critically reflect on their writing processes. Minimum grade of C
required. Cadets cannot take this course if they have already taken WR 102 or EN 102.
Prerequisite(s): ERH 101 , WR 101, or EN 101, with a minimum grade of C.!
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
